Major actors of the 20th century (top 5 all time)

Major films of the 20th century--  the American Film Institute

Animation

Jobs in the film industry

Sound in film:  music, voice, and sound effects

Film genres, and examples of films within the genre (i.e. film noir, drama, comedy, etc.)

After you have been given a topic, it is your responsibility to do the following:

A. Create an outline for your topic of three things you would like to know about your topic.  Your outline should look like the following:

	I. Introduction:  main topic sentence or thesis statement

II. Topic 1:  what I want to know

III. Topic 2:  what I want to know

IV. Topic 3:  what I want to know

V. Conclusion:  tie it together, why this is all important




B. Using at least three resources (one of which cannot be the internet), research your information.  You will be using notecards to sort your information.  ( I will demonstrate the method in class.  See handout for “Setting up your notecards.”  You will be required to have at least 10 notecards of cited material for your report.)

C. You will create one page “brochure” that either describes your topic in detail, gives “how to” information, provides a timeline of events, etc.  The page should serve as a cheat sheet to your topic, and all members of the class will receive the page for your presentation.

D. You will create a 10 slide powerpoint that compliments your brochure, and highlights all major information you gathered in your research.  You will be presenting this powerpoint to the class with your sheet.
