Image Project



This week’s project will ask you to create imagery that makes a statement.  You will create either a brief silent film, a collection of pictures, an original work of art, or a political cartoon.  The theme you will be investigating is the theme of homelessness.  

1. Create a brief silent film that investigates homelessness.  What are some of the underlying emotions associated with homelessness?  What are some statistics that could help bolster your theme?  To do this project, your film should be no more that 2-3 minutes in length.  

2. Take 10 pictures related to homelessness.  Don’t just focus on people who are homeless, although that could certainly be your project.  You can also focus on other remnants of homeless individuals.  Think about telling a story.  Think about the fact that the word “homeless” literally means “without a home.”

3. Create an original work of art that relates to the concept of homelessness.  Your artwork might have words incorporated, pictures, themes, quotes, whatever you need that is original, creative, and makes a statement.

4. Write a political cartoon that focuses on the theme of homelessness.  Think about the current political situation, and how our next potential presidents might deal with the issue.  Once again, it must be original and your own idea.
